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Disinfecting your devices

Five steps to cleaning and disinfecting devices
The digital devices you handle all day need to be disinfected just like other hospital equipment to keep you, your 
patients, and your team members safe. Use these steps for Lenovo devices such as laptops, tablets, and smartphones.1 

Only use nonabrasive, lint-free cloth for all steps. Avoid paper towels. in genome sequencing.

Shut down device 
and disconnect 
power or use the 
Lenovo Quick 
Clean application 
to freeze keyboard 
and mouse 
operation.

Apply an approved 
cleaning agent to 
the cloth (not onto 
the device) and 
completely wring 
excess liquid from 
the cloth.

Wash hands for at 
least 20 seconds 
and dry thoroughly.

Wipe all surfaces 
and allow the 
device to dry.

Reconnect power 
and turn on the 
device or wait for 
Lenovo Quick 
Clean application 
timer to run out.

Disinfecting agents Suggested cleaning solutions*:

Hydrogen peroxide wipes such as Virox 
Accel wipes with a maximum of 0.5% hydrogen 
peroxide

Wipes that don’t contain ethyl 
alcohol such as PDI Germicidal or B.Braun 
Meliseptol Wipes sensitive
